ERRATA TABLE FOR THE DRAFT EIS

Pursuant to Section 1304 of the FAST Act “Efficient Environmental Reviews for Project Decision
Making” and Section 1319 of MAP-21 “ Accelerated Decision-making in Environmental Reviews,”
this appendix provides an errata table for the Draft EIS in lieu of rewriting the Draft EIS
documentation in its entirety.
